· Travel between incidents:  Mileage plus daily/weekly/monthly rate is paid as resource remains under hire
Tent/Refrigerated Trailer Calculation Example for Daily/Weekly/Monthly Rate
Scenario:  Contractor delivers a tent/refrigerated trailer to an incident on June 1.  The tent/refrigerated trailer is released on July 17, resulting in the unit being under hire for 47 days.  The Contractor’s daily rate is $400, weekly rate is $2500, and monthly rate is $9000.  

Most Advantageous Calculation:  
30 days at the monthly rate (1 x $9000) = $9000

Tent Example (All Inclusive)
Scenario:  Contractor delivers a Type 1 Tent (40 x 40) to an incident on June 1, traveling 79 miles.  The tent is ordered with 2 sidewalls (80 lf).  The tent is released on July 17, resulting in the unit being under hire for 47 days.  The Contractor’s daily rate is $400, weekly rate is $2500, monthly rate is $9000, sidewalls $1.00/lf/day; $5.25/lf/week; $15/lf/month, Delivery/Pickup is $1.25/mile.  
Most Advantageous Calculation:  
30 days at the monthly rate = $9000

 


14 days at the weekly rate (2 x $2500) = $5000



3 days at the daily rate (3 x $400) = $1200



Sidewalls (30 days) at monthly rate ($15 X 80) = $1,200


Sidewalls (14 days) at weekly rate (2 X $5.25 X 80) = $840

Travel Calculation Examples
Travel Payment Example #1 (Multiple Day Travel)
Scenario:  Contractor is called on June 30th with a needed by date of July 1st at 1200.  Contractor begins travel the afternoon of June 30th and arrives at incident at 1000, July 1st, beginning first shift at 1200.  The Contractor traveled 500 miles from their point of hire to the incident.  Contractor is released from the incident on July 15 at 1200 and begins travel home, arriving back at the point of hire on July 16 at 1100.  Contractor’s rate is $2200/day and $1.00/mile (mobilization). 

June 30 – $2,722.22 (500/45/11x$2200 = $2,222.22 + $1x500)

July 1 – $2200

July 2-14 – $28,600 (13 days x $2200)

July 15 – $2,722.22 (500/45/11x$2200 = $2,222.22 + $1x500)

July 16 – $0, travel was included in lump sum payment on July 15

Travel Payment Example #2 (Single Day Travel)
Scenario:  Contractor is called on June 30th with a needed by date of July 1st at 1200.  Contractor begins travel the morning of July 1, and arrives at incident at 1000, beginning the first shift at 1200.  The Contractor traveled 180 miles from their point of hire to the incident.  Contractor is re-assigned to another incident on July 5, traveling 200 miles.  Contractor is released from the 2nd incident on July 10 at 0800 and begins travel home (220 miles), arriving back at the point of hire on July 10 at 1300.  Contractor’s rate is $2200/day and $1.00/mile (mobilization). 

July 1 – $2,380 ($2200 (daily rate) + mileage (180 x $1 = $180) (Full daily rate paid as “under hire” more than 8 hours; and mileage for travel)
July 2-9 – $17,600 (8 days x $2200)

July 5 - $200 (200 miles x $1.00)
July 10 – $2,420 ($2200 (daily rate) + mileage (220 x $1 = $220) (Full daily rate paid as “under hire” more than 8 hours; and mileage for travel)

Repairs - Repairs to contractor equipment are authorized if it is determined to be necessary to keep the resource operating.  With the exception of the tents, the solicitations provide for a charge of $75 per hour plus parts to be deducted from payment to the contractor.  The tent solicitation provides that the actual cost for any repairs made by the government will be deducted from payment to the contractor.
