Criteria for “Certifying” 
Continental Divide Trail Segments
Certification Criteria:

· Segment is managed for hiking and/or horseback riding activities and facilitates the creation of high-quality CDT from Canada to Mexico.

· Management plans address the location, protection, and management of the CDT.

· There is legal public access across the trail segment.

· The trail is signed to meet CDT route marking requirements.

· Trail segment location is mapped to GIS data standards.

· Motorized vehicles may only be authorized where:  (1) necessary to meet emergencies, (2) enable adjacent landowners or land users to have reasonable access to their lands or where there are existing valid rights, or (3) when the following two conditions are met:

· An affirmative determination has been made that the motorized use will not substantially interfere with the nature and purposes of the CDT, and 

· The motorized use was allowed by administrative regulations before November 10, 1978.
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
