The purpose of this letter is to announce the National Aviation Scholarship Program, which has been established with the Forest Service Center for Aviation Risk Management and the University of California Davis (UCD).  The objective of the Scholarship Program is to provide advanced training in System Safety Leadership for Aviation Managers (SSLAM), to complement the Interagency Aviation Training (IAT) program.  The SSLAM will be the agency’s principle source of higher education for aviation personnel to acquire a certificate of completion in the discipline of Aviation Risk Management and Accident Prevention. Employees in all Regions will be able to increase their aviation management and safety skills.  

This certificate program is not intended to be used as a position qualification system; rather it culminates in assurance of a Certificate of Completion in System Safety Management that is specialized for career development in local, state or federal natural resources and emergency response agencies.  Nominees should attend an Aviation Centered Conference (ACE) prior to being selected for this program in order to be familiar with the basics of Risk Management and Accident Prevention.  
Each region is allotted three tuition paid slots for each of the six courses offered under the scholarship program.  Additional slots are available through UC Davis directly, however it will be the sending unit or student’s responsibility for tuition if not selected under the scholarship processes.  Students may take all courses consecutively to receive the Certificate or just take individual courses, working toward the certification over time.  Selections and the responsibility to fill the designated slots will be managed through the Regional Aviation Safety Managers (RASM).  Each Regional Aviation Safety Manager will select three students for each course offered.   Candidates for scholarships will be considered without regard to race, color, sex, national origin, age, religion, physical/mental disability, sexual orientation, marital/family status, or political affiliation.  Travel and per diem costs are the responsibility of the student’s home unit.
