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The Forest Service has created Incident Job Codes to track incident support (WFSU) costs. (See September 8, 2006 1930/5100/6500 FS memo).  Unlike "FireCodes", these codes can only be used by the Forest Service; therefore, a corresponding FireCode must be created for DOI resources assigned to Forest Service or Interagency Offices in support functions when direct support to a specific incident code cannot be identified.
The primary changes from FY06 are that the FS will not use FireCode for Support orders and the requirement for a Region/Unit override for all Forest Service incident job codes.
The FireCode System will be utilized to create corresponding DOI useable FireCodes.

There is no need to create FireCodes for FS Default Codes, Casual Hire Training and Severity.  The FS codes for ABCD and Stage 1& 2 WFU are FireCodes and may be used by all agencies.

Each National Forest has been assigned a Forest Service WFSU code.

· Unit level dispatch centers for each national forest should create a corresponding DOI Support Code in FireCode.  Many units have historically established an order known as “XXX Large Fire Support”  

· In the FireCode Incident Name field, use XXX DOI SUPPORT, where XXX equals the FS Forest Unit Identifier code. 
· Enter the following statement in the FireCode "Comments" section when creating the associated DOI code.

This code is for DOI support to the ___NF.  The FS code is WFSUxx Override xxxx 
For Example:
San Juan NF - FS Code is WFSU13 with the override code of 0213;
 

The associated DOI code created in FireCode is C7D0
FireCode Comment: This code is for DOI support to the SJF. The FS code is WFSU13  0213
Fire support units (GACCs, Caches, Regional Offices, Research Stations, Regional Preposition and  FS Regional BAER Assessments have assigned Forest Service WFSU codes. 

· Geographic Area Coordination Centers who support these units/activities should create a corresponding DOI Support Code. Many GACCs have historically established an order known as “SWA Large Fire Support or R01Large Fires”
· In the Incident Name field, use XXX DOI SUPPORT; where XXX equals the (GACC, Cache, R04) FS Support Unit Identifier code. 
· Enter the following statement in the FireCode "Comments" section when creating the associated DOI FireCode; 
This code is for DOI support to the ________.  The FS code is WFSUxx Override xxxx 

By entering DOI SUPPORT in the Incident Name field, this notifies the USFS Job Code creators, not to enter these FireCodes into FFIS.  These codes will not be usable by USFS personnel.
