Aviation Management Information System (AMIS)

I.
Application Description

AMIS is used to collect, store, and analyze information about aircraft usage within Forest Service controls.  It is a mandatory web-based application for electronically entering and storing information from the FS-6500-122, Flight Use Report.  Aircraft use information is required to be reported by each Region.  Aircraft use statistics are entered into the National Interagency Fire Management Integrated Database (NIFMID), the database for aircraft use information.  The data is then reported into GSA’s Federal Aviation Interactive Reporting System (FAIRS), as mandated by the Office of Management and Budget.

AMIS is a mandatory application for electronically entering and storing information from the FS-6500-122 Flight Use Report.

Purpose

V7 provides the user community with post V6 application corrections and enhancements.  Application corrections and enhancements are identified in Section VII, Update Reference.

Installation

The V7 update has been applied to the system effective December 22, 2004.

Technical Support

The first level of technical support is provided through established local support channels.  Primary user support is accomplished via the FS F&AM Applications Helpdesk as described in the FS National Information Systems Technical Support Plan.

User Documentation

The AMIS V5 User Guide is available on the F&AM Fire Applications Support Desk web page at http://www.fs.fed.us/fire/planning/nist/amis.htm.  The AMIS application is being updated to include all help functionality; therefore, the user guide will be slowly phased out.
VI.  Run AMIS

1. Start your Internet Explorer Web browser.

2. In the address box, type http://famweb.nwcg.gov , then press Enter.

3. Click the AMIS V7 link on the right side of the page or scroll down and click the New FAMWEB link.

4. Enter your existing user id and password.  NOTE - Please read the User Information below before entering your user id and password.

VII.  Update Reference

User Information

Existing AMIS user information has been converted to the new FAMWEB security component.  All AMIS user names have been converted to all lower case and all passwords are upper case.

When you first log into AMIS you will be prompted to change your password.  NOTE:  Passwords are set to expire 90 days after changing the password.

Password Guidelines:

Passwords must be at least 8 characters and no more than 32.

Passwords must contain at least one number. They cannot contain symbols such as @, #, $.

You cannot use a password you have used previously.

Avoid obvious passwords or passwords that are readable words.

Change passwords frequently, at least every 90 days or immediately if the passwords may have been disclosed.

Enter a password only when no one else is present.

Never give a password to another person.

Be alert to unauthorized attempts to use someone else's user ID’s and passwords, and report any unauthorized use to a security official. 

Do not select the "Remember Password" option in your browser.

New Functionality

The new capabilities provided in AMIS include:

Converted the existing AMIS application to the new National Fire and Aviation Management Web Applications (FAMWEB) look-and-feel.  Created the new FAMWEB Administration security module.

Paired down the List of Values (LOV) throughout the system to reduce the return fields for better usability.

Added the Invoice Summary by Registration Number Report.

Improved Functionality

The improved capabilities provided in AMIS include:

Reformatted the Invoice and the Flight Leg screens and modified field labels for clarity.

Modified the duplicate function to copy the Flight Destination into the Flight Origin field and the Stop Time into the Start Time for the new flight leg.

Modified the Invoice Flight Leg so that Cargo Type and Cargo Pounds must be entered when one of the fields contains data.

Enhanced the Contract screen to eliminate duplicate contracts on the Contract Number.
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
