This is a reminder that the Individual Wildland Fire Reports, FS-5100-29, for 2004 must be accurately submitted into the national fire occurrence data base no later than January 15 of the year after discovery, regardless of whether or not the fire is declared out.  This is in accordance with the Individual Fire Report Handbook, FSH 5109.14.  It is critical that this requirement be adhered to strictly.

The conversion of FireStat from a client/server application to a web-based application will take place the week of January 17, 2005.  While users will have the ability to input their data into the fire occurrence database through January 15, the database will be made unavailable from January 16 through January 23 while the FireStat application is implemented and the data conversion takes place.  The new system is planned to be available January 24, 2005.

Any data which has not been transmitted by January 15, will not be converted to the new database.

The next release of PCHA will allow the upload of new and corrected historical data records from PCHA back to the fire occurrence database.  The records must meet the requirements for loading historical data, as documented in the PCHA release notice.  It will be very beneficial for those intending to load their historical data into NIFMID to do so prior to January 15 so that data issues can be addressed with the rest of the fire occurrence data prior to the final database conversion taking place the week of January 17.

Please note that this is a change from what was announced on the F&AM Regional Conference call on December 1.
