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GENERAL CHANGES
· In the analysis section, a typo between “HEIGHT” and “HGT” bypassed the check for Merch Height Primary.  This version corrects this problem.
· When a tolerance has two parts, like 0.2 inches or 3% whichever is greater, the current tolerance (0.2) would get overwritten by the 3% calculation.  This was fixed by saving the recalculation in a separate variable so both parts of the tolerance can be compared.
· If the accuracy score on an individual element was 79.5 and the tolerance was 80, it failed.  The accuracy is now rounded to a whole number.

REPORT CHANGES
· The changes listed above are reflected in all the reports.
· Changed DBH to print one decimal place in all the text reports.
· In the Evaluation Report, the percent column in the Volume Table was not showing properly because the value was not converted to percent (* 100).  It now prints properly. 
· Two-stage methods such as PCM (PCMTRE) or F3P and P3P were not correctly considering count trees when the total possible was calculated for the Evaluation Report.  This has been corrected in this version.
