Protective Clothing and Equipment (FSM 5136.2 Hazardous Materials) Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA)

This BNF supplement provides for the direction on the use of SCBA that complies with the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) standard.

6.  SCBA conditions requiring the use of SCBA's as determined by the Incident Commander are:

a.  where the atmosphere is known to be hazardous.

b.  where the atmosphere is suspected to be hazardous.

c.  where the atmosphere may rapidly become hazardous.

This would include personnel in all of the following positions:

a.  inside or outside any building involved in fire.

b.  in a potential fire or explosion area, such as a gas leak or fuel spill.

c.  where smoke is visible in the atmosphere, including vehicle fires, dump fires, outdoor rubbish fires, aircraft fires, and railroad fires.

d.  where toxic product are present, suspected of being present, or could be rapidly released without warning.

All personnel using SCBA shall wear complete personal protective clothing as outlined in the Health and Safety Code Handbook.

Premature removal of SCBA must be avoided and should only be removed when hazardous smoke is not visible.  Removal of SCBA is at the discretion of the Incident Commander.

Module leaders are responsible for restoring to service the SCBA's after each use.  This shall include replacement of a full cylinder, cleaning of the face piece and harness, testing the unit for proper operation, and stowing the SCBA in its assigned location.

SCBA's will be inspected at least monthly and an inspection record kept with name of inspector, date, and respirator identification number. 

The face piece seal capability of each member qualified to use SCBA shall be verified.  Beards or facial hair interfering with the face piece seal shall be prohibited for members required to use SCBA.

Members using SCBA shall work in groups of two or more operating as a team. 
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
