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5704.6 – Designation of Forest Aviation Officer
Willy Acton is designated Forest Aviation Officer and is delegated the authority and responsibility to accomplish the duties and responsibilities listed in FSM 5709.16 – 10.42e.
5711 – Planning Aviation Activities.

Any activity involving aircraft or aviation resources is considered an aviation project.  Review the forest Aviation Plan before planning aviation projects.  Special projects may require approval of an Aviation Project Plan.  Consult with Forest Aviation Officer for determination as to whether a project is of a special nature.  All aviation projects will require use of qualified aviation personnel and approved aircraft.

1. Early in the planning process, consult the Forest Aviation Officer for assistance in determining aviation needs.

2. Request aircraft procurement and flights through the Interagency Dispatch Center in Grangeville (GVC).  Allow several days advance notice of aviation needs to allow adequate time to secure proper aviation resources to accomplish the project.  This will also assist in being more efficient and cost effective.
3. The primary contact for all District aviation needs is the District Fire Management Officer.
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
