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25.12  Personal Protective Equipment
6. Clothing.  Persons performing fireline duties in Region 1 shall:

a. Wear non-synthetic socks and underwear.

8. Boots.  Personnel in Region 1 shall:

a. Not wear safety-toe (metal cup) footwear.

25.35 – Firearms

1. Use.  Persons assigned responsibility for administrative use of firearms shall present written certification of successful completion of a hunter’s safety course, as well as demonstrate ability to handle the firearm assigned to them.

This requirement may also be met by receiving such documentation of instruction and proficiency from a Forest Service or Civil Law Enforcement official certified as a firearms instructor.  In most cases, the area Forest Service Special Agency can make these arrangements.

Authorization for administrative use of firearms for such purposes as cone collection, and so forth, will be made based on the instructor’s judgement that the employee demonstrates safe and proper handling of the weapon assigned, including loading and unloading procedures.

The documented evidence of proficiency must accompany the request for authorization to use firearms administratively, and should be submitted to the Forest Supervisor for written approval.
