61.51d - Storage

1. Outside Above-ground Tanks.  Small tanks, from 250 to 2,000 gallon capacity, which are built as steel tanks clad with concrete, are available and meet fire codes.  These tanks have built-in spill containment and can be provided with overfill protection.  These features prevent undetected leaks and subsequent contamination of the surrounding surface and the ground and surface water.  Because the tanks are above ground the recent EPA Underground Storage Tank regulations do not apply.  This type of tank will be used in all new and replacement installations unless local authorities will not accept above ground installations (R-1 Supplement to FSM 7310.1).

2. Buried Tanks.  This type of installation will no longer be used unless local authorities will not accept above-ground tanks (R-1 Supplement to FSM 7310.1).

61.51e - Dispensing

Aircraft Fueling at Government Owned/Leased Facilities

a. Employee Training.  The purpose of this training is to allow employees at airport-located facilities served by local fuel vendors, to recognize unsafe aviation refueling operations so as to prevent such unsafe operations from occurring on Government facilities.

(1) Facility managers shall, at the beginning of each season, review, with appropriate employees, fueling and equipment procedures.

(2) Upon reporting for duty, new or seasonal employees shall receive initial or recurrent review, as appropriate, of fueling and equipment procedures.

(3) Materials to be used for training shall include, but are not limited to, appropriate sections of the following:

(a) Shell Dealer’s Manual, “How to Handle Aviation Fuels.”

(b) National Fire Protection Association Number 402, “Aircraft Rescue and Firefighting.”

(c) National Fire Protection Association Number 407, “Aircraft Fuel Servicing.”

(d) Federal Aviation Administration Aircraft Number 150/5230-4, “Aircraft Fuel Storage, Handling, and Dispensing on Airports.”
