36.1 - Establishes R-10 policy allowing qualified maintenance personnel to inspect electrical wiring and perform maintenance work.  Defines Qualified Forest Service employee.

36 – ELECTRICAL STANDARDS

36.1 - Qualifications

Only a State-licensed electrician, a qualified Forest Service electrical inspector, or a contractor licensed to perform electrical work, is permitted to inspect electrical wiring.

3.  Electrical Maintenance.  Only a State-licensed electrician, a qualified Forest Service employee, or a contractor licensed to perform electrical work, is permitted to perform maintenance work.

4.  Qualified Forest Service Employee.  A qualified Forest Service employee is an employee who meets the requirements of OSHA standards 29 CFR 1910 Subpart S, FSM 7611.4.3, and NFPA 70E.
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
