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CHAPTER 20 – DEFECT-DEDUCTIONS METHODS
21 - General.
More than one defect deduction method may be used in scaling one log.  Good practice is to check one method of deduction against another for the same defect.  The proper deduction is that resulting from the method that indicates the least amount of defect.
Calculated defects that fall on .5 decimal C or greater shall be raised.  Those less than .5 decimal are dropped.

The minimum lumber length is 6 feet.  When applying the four deduction methods, a minimum of 6 feet in length must remain free of defect after the defect deduction has been made.  If there are not 6 feet defect free, the defect must be extended to the end of the log.

Material 6 feet in length will be considered merchantable.

Material 6 feet in length is considered merchantable, and will be recorded and charged for when a portion of a log is defective leaving a minimum length of 6 feet.

Example:

Length 12’ diameter 7” gross scale = 2.  6’ of the log defective leaving 6’ sound.  6’ x 7” recorded scale of 10 b.f.  Refer to 41.2 for the minimum recorded volume.

Crook.  Deduction for corrk in the middle of the log may be made using the length deduction method providing there is merchantable length lumber on both sides of the crook.

Sweep.  Deduction for sweep in the middle of the log using the length deduction method is not permitted.  Deductions for sweep must be made using the length pie cut combination for the length affected.
