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CHAPTER 30 – LOG DEFECTS AND DEDUCTIONS
31 - General.
If there is abnormal delay on the part of the purchaser in presenting logs for scaling, deductions made for defects resulting from the delay will be recorded separately, and the volume represented will be charged to the timber purchaser.  Delay is considered to be “abnormal” when more than incidental amounts of deductible defect result from the purchaser’s delay after timber is felled.  This includes felled timber on the sale area as well as logs stored on the sale area or in decks prior to scaling.  If after felling, the logging of timber on the sale area is delayed so that deductible scaling defects may be incrred, the timber should be scaled in place as soon as possible.  This does not apply when the delay was caused by any of the circumstances described in B8.21, Contract Term Adjustment.
33 – Defect Types and Deduction Procedures.
Crotch.  If a log has a crotch or large limb less than 6 feet from the top end of the log, scale it as a crotched log and make a deduction for the volume loss if any.  If a log has a crotch or large limb 6 feet or more from the top end, consider it a limb and obtain the scaling diameter at the top end of the log.
