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61 - MONITORING AND SURVEILLANCE.  Regional procedures for monitoring and evaluating rehabilitation measures (FSM 2523.04b, 2) include as a minimum, the following steps:

1.  Establishing photo points and take pretreatment photos at those locations which are planned for treatment to reduce soil loss and improve water quality.

2.  Taking photos at those points:

a.  When any given rehabilitation treatment has been put in place.

b.  During each monitoring and surveillance examination. 

3.  Maintaining a photo and written record of each examination in the District project file.

4.  Reviews and Service Trips will include visits to these projects and followup to transfer the knowledge gained in successful rehabilitation.
