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Digest:  

01 - Incorporates changes consistent with the 2005 planning rule under Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations, part 219 (36 CFR part 219), published in the Federal Register on January 5, 2005 (70 FR 1023) and removes the reference to regional guides due to the Regional Foresters’ withdrawal of the regional guides as required by the November 9, 2000, planning rule at 36 CFR 219.35.  

04 - Changes narrative on responsibility to agree with the 2005 planning rule and removes direction regarding responsibility of the interdisciplinary team.  

Digest--Continued:  

04.1 - Removes section that set forth the responsibility of the interdisciplinary team (parent text) and the forest, grassland or prairie supervisor.
04.2 - Removes section that set forth the responsibility on the Interdisciplinary Team.

05 - Revises introductory paragraph by changing term “land and resource management planning” to “land management planning” to agree with the 2005 planning rule.  
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This handbook provides procedural guidance for implementing land management planning direction for the 2005 planning rule (70 FR 1023, Jan 5, 2005).  The primary use is for interdisciplinary team members and line officers responsible for planning.  

01 - AUTHORITY  

The Forest and Rangeland Renewable Resources Planning Act (RPA), as amended by the National Forest Management Act (NFMA), and the implementing regulations found in Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations, part 219 establishes a process for developing, amending, and revising land management plans for units of the National Forest System.  Further planning direction is set forth in FSM 1920.  An exhibit of the 2005 planning rule is in chapter 90 of this handbook.  

04 - RESPONSIBILITY  

The Forest Supervisor is responsible for developing, amending, or revising plans, except when the Regional Forester or the Chief acts as the Responsible Official under Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations, section 219.2(b) (36 CFR 219.2(b)).  See FSM 1920 for a broad description of line officer responsibilities.  

05 - DEFINITIONS  

The terms and definitions used for land management planning are found in FSM 1905.  Definitions concerning collaboration and planning are found in section 30.5.  Definitions concerning timber and planning are found in section 60.5.
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
