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6745.05 - Definitions
Blasting Helper.  Any Federal employee, a minimum of 21 years of age, assisting the blasting operation that has received a project operational safety briefing and project task instructions provided by a certified blaster, and has reviewed and signed the Job Hazard Analysis for the blasting project.  A blasting helper operates under the supervision of a certified blaster or blaster-in-training, and may: 

a.  Carry, mold or shape blasting material.
b.  Cut or tie detonation cord.
c.  Construct charges.
d.  Attach charges to objects to be blasted.
e.  Provide site security.
f.  Perform any activity needed short of combining the blasting medium with the blast initiator (blasting cap or detonation device).

A blasting helper may not carry, transport or contact detonation initiators (blasting caps or detonation devices).

Explosives Handler.  The individual that places the detonation initiator (blasting cap or detonation device) in contact with the blasting medium.  This individual must be a certified blaster or blaster-in-training.  See blaster requirements in FSM 6745.1. 
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
