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Digest:  

This interim directive (ID) reissues without change, the direction previously issued in 
ID 7140-2010-1.

7149.21 - In paragraph 3, changes reference from “Map Discount” to “Pricing for Nonprofit Organizations.”  Updates direction on reduced prices that may be offered to Interpretative Association Partners and changes the term “discount” to “reduces pricing” according to Washington Office Financial Policy recommendation.  

Sets forth new direction advising the field to request non-profit organizations provide evidence of IRS 501c3 status.

Digest--Continued:  

7149.3 - Changes caption from “National/Regional Map Sales Price List” to “Map Prices.”  In paragraph 1, changes references to “Single Edition Map” and “Primary Base Map” to the collective term, “Large Scale Topographic Maps”, with reference to former names in parenthesis.  Changes the price for large scale topographic maps from $4.00 to $8.00.  Removes obsolete direction regarding shipping charges.

In paragraph 2, changes the term “Forest/Grassland/District Visitor Maps” to “Visitor Maps” and changes the price from $4.00 to $9.00 for paper maps and $10.00 for plastic maps.

In paragraph 3, updates pricing policy for Wilderness Maps and Special Purpose Maps or Area Maps.  Adds direction on pricing and states that prices must comply with 7 U.S.C. 1387.

In paragraph 4, sets forth new direction on pricing for maps produced in cooperation with external partners and removes obsolete reference to national and regional special map prices.  

In paragraph 5, sets forth new direction on pricing policy for selling maps produced by other government entities.

In paragraph 6, adds references for determining shipping and handling procedures and charges.

Sets forth new direction to request assistance from the Geospatial Management Office as needed.

Removes obsolete direction regarding pricing for maps produced on special media.  
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7149.21 - Map Pricing Procedures

3.  Pricing for Non-Profit Organizations.  Non-profit organizations with IRS 501c3 designation (including Interpretative Association partners) are allowed to receive up to a 30 percent reduction in price when purchasing 100 or more maps.  Organizations with IRS 501c3 designation shall produce evidence of this IRS designation upon request in order to receive reduced pricing.  No other reduced pricing is allowed.  

7149.3 - Map Prices

The following list establishes prices for saleable Forest Service map products:

1.  Large Scale Topographic Maps (Single Edition Quadrangle Maps, Primary Base Series Maps) - $8.00.  

2.  Visitor Maps - $9.00 paper version, $10.00 plastic version.

3.  Wilderness Maps, Atlases, Regional Special Purpose Maps and Special Area Maps -  The Regional Forester is authorized to establish prices for these publications, using the applicable cost component information provided by Regional Geospatial Services Leaders or other designated staff.  As with all products in the Map Sales Program, these maps must be priced to achieve full cost recovery, in accordance with 7 U.S.C. 1387.

4.  Prices for maps produced in cooperation with other agencies, such as the Pacific Northwest Recreation Series Maps, shall be designated by the Regional Forester in accordance with the cost recovery provisions of 7 U.S.C. 1387.

5.  Maps produced by other government agencies should be sold at those agencies’ selling prices.

6.  Shipping and handling is not part of the map sales program.  FSM 1630.3 “Publishing and Related Activities Policy” requires that distribution be managed as efficiently and economically as possible and that publications receive the widest possible distribution consistent with provisions of existing law and regulations.  Use of distribution services offered through partnerships with the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS), the Forest Service’s Recreation Solutions Enterprise Unit and/or Interpretive Association(s) is strongly recommended to accomplish this.
