    Located in the coastal watersheds and estuaries of western Oregon and Washington, the Pacific Coast Watershed Partnership is trying to save wild salmon and the international flyway of migratory birds.  We are linking key estuaries, wetlands and uplands to restore the habitat necessary for their survival.  





 Restoration efforts are designed to recover and protect salmon and other aquatic species, migratory birds, and water quality to contribute to the livable environment that has been the hallmark of the Pacific Northwest. Over 23 federal, state, and private partners are working together to demonstrate visible and measurable results.  


    The future of the Pacific Coast is one where people and their activities, livelihoods, and communities are in balance with the 





ability of natural resources to sustain those activities.  Every Oregon Congressional district and 80% of Washington’s are within the area enhanced by the partnership.   Most of the watersheds are in public ownership.  Within them lie potentially productive estuaries, broad flat valley bottom streams, and flood plains that are in private ownership. Restoring these watersheds can only happen when we work together to bridge science and practical applications.
