FOREST SERVICE TO WAIVE FEES ON VETERANS DAY

Hot Springs, AR – Veterans and current members of the U.S. Armed Forces and their families will be admitted free of charge on Veterans Day, Tuesday, November 11th to recreation areas managed by the U.S. Department of Agriculture.  
“The National Forests in Arkansas and Oklahoma will waive day use and camping fees for most recreation sites to honor our veterans.  The exceptions to the fee waiver are areas operated by private concessionaires, State Parks, Blanchard Springs Caverns, and reserveable campsites listed with the National Recreation Reservation Service,” stated Public Affairs Team Leader Tracy Farley. 

The fee waiver will apply to all recreation areas on the Ouachita. On the Ozark-St. Francis National Forests, all of the day use and camping sites will be free to military/veterans, with the exception of Lake Wedington, which is on the National Reservation System, and the cave tours at Blanchard Springs Caverns.  Fees at Blanchard day use and campgrounds will be waived.  The Ozark-St. Francis will also waive fees on Saturday, November 15th.
"This is one small way we can show our appreciation to the men and women who keep America and our public lands free for all to enjoy. America owes a great deal to the men and women in this country who have worn the military uniform.   Allowing free admission to recreation areas on our public lands is a small but appropriate way for us to say ‘thank you’ to these American heroes and their families,” continued Farley.
