¥ Give animals plenty of space when they are near ~ Wild animals, especially bears, should never be allowed

or crossing a road. to obtain human food or garbage. Animals that get "food
v Watch for others to follow if a deer or other rewards" may become aggressive towards humans.

¥ Enticing animals to your car with food or throwing
food at them encourages them to frequent the road
area, resulting in potentially fatal vehicle-animal
accidents.
