Principle Investigators Survey

The Joint Fire Science Program has long recognized the investments made in wildland fire science need to be accompanied by an emphasis on science interpretation and delivery. Program success is ultimately measured by how well critical information from research is successfully being conveyed to resource managers and end users with the expressed purpose of improving management decisions.   The Principle Investigators Survey is part of a research effort sponsored by the USDA/USDOI Joint Fire Science Program to improve how research supported and conducted by the Program is applied by field units, and how scientists perceive and value collaborations and partnerships with USDA Forest Service and USDOI management personnel who work in field units.
An invitation to participate in the Principle Investigators Survey was sent out to a list of investigators and cooperators provided by the Joint Fire Science Program.  A total of 320 principle investigators completed the web-based survey. Preliminary results have help identify some initial key product summaries.
