Technology Diffusion/Science Delivery

To view technology diffusion in another manner, visualize the learning or knowledge pyramid.  At the base of the pyramid is data, the essence and basic building block of research or knowledge.  Data is processed or analyzed and presented in the form of information which provides meaning to the data and forms the basis of papers, publications, and results.  Information is then transferred, evaluated and synthesized to become knowledge which can be used to further define issues or to increase understanding.  Knowledge is then weighed and analyzed with past experiences and other knowledge to become wisdom or evidence we use in our decision making process. This is the pinnacle of the pyramid.

Over the past decade the JFSP has become a system that has built a great deal of data and information.  This has taken time, as expected but today a fairly robust base of information exists.  Identifying and addressing the human and technical barriers to diffusion can accelerate the process (Rogers 2003).  
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
