Duration of Position
March to July or August 2009.

Duties 
The incumbent will assist in gathering field data on stream habitat characteristics for headwater streams for an ongoing Density Management Study.  Information on amphibian and fish populations, habitats, and home ranges will be gathered using a variety of methods (electrofishing, hand sampling, and coverboards) in managed forests in the Coast and Cascade mountain ranges.  Field sampling for Oregon Slender salamander range locations and habitats in the Cascade Mountains of Oregon also will be conducted.  
Additional Requirements
Possess a valid state driver’s license in good standing; be able to qualify for a Government vehicle operator's license.

The work is performed in a forest environment where the terrain may be steep, uneven, rocky, and covered with thick and tangled vegetation.  Temperatures may range from very hot and dry to cool and extremely wet.  Rain, snow, or wind may be encountered.  Work requires the use of safety equipment such as boots, gloves, goggles, and hardhats.  Employee must exercise safe work practices.   

Desirable Skills and Experience
Experience identifying amphibians and fish of the Pacific Northwest and experience with computer spreadsheet programs.
