SPECIFICATIONS – LOCHSA REFUSE COLLECTION

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

Scope of Contract.  The services covered in this contract are for furnishing of all labor, equipment, supervision, transportation, operating supplies and incidentals for collection, removal, and disposal of refuse from the Lochsa Ranger District, Clearwater National Forest, in strict compliance with terms, specifications, conditions, and provisions of this quotation.

Description and Location.  The location of the areas to be serviced is on the Lochsa Ranger District located 29 miles east of Orofino, Idaho, on U.S. Highway 12.  Location of the sites to be serviced within the District can be seen on the map, which is part of this quotation.

Government-Furnished Property.  The Government shall deliver to the Contractor the materials, supplies, property or services (hereinafter referred to as “Government-Furnished Property”) listed below.  The Contractor shall be liable for all loss or damage of delivered Government furnished property until completion and final acceptance of work required under this contract.  If the Government fails to make timely delivery of such Government furnished property suitable for its intended use and upon written request from the Contractor, the Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment of contract delivery or performance dates or contract price, or both, pursuant to the “Changes” clause of the General Provisions of this contract.

(a) The Government will furnish Bear proof containers, estimated size is 1½ cubic yard containers which are adaptable to fit most standard rear loader lift mechanisms (Heil, Leach, Gar, Wood, E-Z Pack and Pak Mar).  The containers are equipped with lock down devices which the Contractor shall be required to relock after emptying the containers.

(b) The first pick-up date (May 21) will be used to set up dumpsters. District will fax storage locations of dumpsters to Contractor by May 15. 

Holidays.  Work scheduled for performance on a Federal holiday may be completed either the day before or the day immediately following the holiday.

SPECIFICA>TIONS

Types of Refuse.  Refuse to be collected, removed, and disposed of is as follows:

Garbage.  The solid, semi-solid, and liquid waste produced in the preparation or dispensing of food.  This includes such things as waste food, the non-edible portion of foodstuffs, food wrappings, and food containers.

Trash.  Trash consists of unsalvageable material such as paper, wrappings, containers and cartons; also metal, glass, crockery, ashes, and the like.

Debris.  Debris is the refuse resulting from construction, maintenance, and repair work and includes such materials as grass cuttings, tree trimmings, stumps, street sweepings, and roofing and construction waste.

Conduct of Work.  Collections shall be accomplished at the locations and on the days shown on the “Collection Schedule” in the Schedule of Items.

Cleanup.  The Contractor shall maintain the refuse container in a clean and sanitary manner.  At a minimum, each container surface is to be washed with a cleaning solution once per month (May, June, July, August, and September).  More frequent washings may become necessary to heavily-used containers.

The Contractor shall be responsible for the cleanup and removal of any refuse within 10 feet in all directions of the pickup site.

Recycle Container-A recycling container (provided by the contractor), which includes three to four bins, will be required at Wilderness Gateway campground from June 15 until the end of the Season.  Contractor will be required to provide the campground (host) with recycling bags to hand out at the campground.

Safety, Sanitation, and Health Standards.  It is the Contractor’s responsibility to abide by all posted speed limits.  In recreation sites where the speed limit is not posted, 10 miles per hour shall be the maximum speed.  Appropriate sanitation standards shall be observed by the Contractor to insure that the ultimate refuse disposal methods will not create a public nuisance or be hazardous to the health and welfare of the public.  All sanitation and health laws, ordinances, or regulations which are imposed upon the contractor by any municipal, county, State or Federal authority to govern the collection and disposal of refuse shall be recognized and observed while performing the services contemplated herein.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Method of Measurement

.1  Payments will be on the basis of the actual number of 1½ cubic yard and 2 cubic yard containers emptied as verified by the Contracting Officer’s Representative and the Contractor.

.2  The contract pay schedule shall apply regardless of the amount of waste in the container.

.3  Unauthorized pickups (pickups other than those listed in Schedule of Items will not be compensated for unless mutually agreed between the COR, Contracting Officer, and Contractor.

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order proposed classification title), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each proposed classification), job description), and rationale for proposed wage rate), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, for review. 4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process the request.
