Dear Interested Party:
The North Fork Ranger District on the Clearwater National Forest is beginning an environmental analysis of management activities in the Orofino Creek drainage. If you decide to comment on the Preacher Dewey project proposal, please include the following: (1) your name, address, and (if possible) your telephone number, and organization represented (if any);  (2) title of the document on which you are submitting comments; (3) specific facts and related rationale concerning this project that you feel should be considered. 

According to 36 CFR 215, for a person to appeal they must meet the following criteria prior to decision (1) submit comments in response to an environmental analysis subject to review, or (2) provide comments or otherwise express interest in a particular proposed action by the close of the comment period. If you have not previously shown interest in this project, you must show interest by the 30 day comment period to ensure your ability to challenge any Forest Service decision regarding this proposal. Comments received in response to this solicitation, including names and addresses of those who comment, will be considered part of the public record on this proposed action and will be available for public inspection. Comments submitted anonymously will be accepted and considered; however those who submit anonymous comments will not have standing to appeal the subsequent decision under 36 CFR Part 215 or 217.
