NATIONAL FOREST SYSTEM ROADS
NEZ PERCE-CLEARWATER NATIONAL FORESTS

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(b), the following acts are prohibited on designated portions of National Forest System
Road 105 (Weitas Creek Road) and National Forest System Trail 105 within the North Fork District of the Nez
Perce-Clearwater National Forests, from June 7, 2011 until rescinded.

1. ALL TRAFFIC PROHIBITED. 36 CFR 261.54 (b) and 36 CFR 261.55(c)

Described Road:

This restriction applies to all traffic of the following National Forest System Roads:

Weitas Creek Bridge crossing the North Fork of the Clearwater River is CLOSED to all traffic.
[T38NRO8SES15 Boise Meridian]

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50 (e), the following are exempt from this order:

1. Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited use.

2. Any Federal, State, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the
performance of an official duty.

3. Forest Service administrative traffic.

The above restrictions are necessary for PUBLIC SAFETY because Bridge is CONDEMNED.
