ORDER NO. 11-D5-01

NATIONAL FOREST SYSTEM ROADS
NEZ PERCE-CLEARWATER NATIONAL FORESTS

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(b), the following acts are prohibited on designated portions of National Forest System
Road 454(Yakus Pete King Road) and Road 514 (Upper Yakus Road) within the Lochsa District of the Nez Perce-
Clearwater National Forests, from June 7, 2011 until rescinded.

1. Using Motorized Vehicles. 36 CFR 261.54 (a)

Described Road:

This restriction applies to any use by motorized vehicles of the following National Forest System Roads:

Road 454 (Yakus Pete King Road): From the junction of Upper Yakus Road 514 to Yakus Saddle.
[T33N, RO6E, S05 to T33N, RO6E, S08 Boise Meridian].

Road 514 (Upper Yakus Road): From the junction of Yakus Connection Road 516 to junction of Highline Road
455, [T33N, RO6E, S04 to T33N, RO6E, S03 Boise Meridian].

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50 (e), the following are exempt from this order:

1. Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited use.

2. Any Federal, State, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the
performance of an official duty.

3. Forest Service administrative traffic.

4. Contractor Pinetta Logging and Excell Logging and their personnel in the performance of logging.

The above restrictions are necessary for PUBLIC SAFETY because of LOGGING ACTIVITY on the roadway.
