Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(b), the following acts are prohibited on designated portions of National Forest System Liz
Butte Road 560 and Liz Butte Trail 649 within the Lochsa District of the Nez Perce-Clearwater National Forests,
from August 25, 2011 until rescinded.

1. Being on the Road. CFR 261.54 (e)
2. Beingon the Trail. CFR 261.55(a)

Described Road:

Liz Butte Road 560: From the junction Lolo Trail Road 500 to Liz Butte Cabin. [T36N, RO9E, S33 to T36N,
RO9E, S21 Boise Meridian].

Described Trail:

Liz Butte Trail 649: From the junction of Liz Butte Road 560 the junction of Yokum Creek Trail 650. [T36N, RO9E,
S22 to T36N, RO9E, S19

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50 (e), the following are exempt from this order:

1. Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited use.

2. Any Federal, State, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the
performance of an official duty.

3. Forest Service administrative traffic.

The above restrictions are necessary for PUBLIC SAFETY because of FIRE ACTIVITY IN AREA.
