Remarks:  The Cascade Fire started July 26, 2008.  The cause of the fire is unknown and is under investigation.
Initial attack activities are underway responding to the Cascade Fire which was reported at 2:15 pm today.  The fire is located on the NW side of the West Fork of Rock Creek approximately twelve miles west of Red Lodge, MT.  Heavy timber, steep, rocky terrain and limited access from roads and water sources are current concerns.  The fire experienced rapid spread initially due to heavy fuels and day time heating on south facing slopes.  Carbon County Sherriff’s Department is evacuating the West Fork of Rock Creek above Timbercrest Girl Scout Camp.
A Type I Incident Management Team has been ordered. 
Resources on the fire:  Air support to the fire has been requested.  A Type II helicopter and air tankers have been dispatched to the fire.  Hand crews from two engines and the Red Lodge/Carbon County Rural Fire Department #7 are also responding to the fire.
