Remarks:  The Cascade Fire started July 26, 2008.  The cause of the fire is unknown and is under investigation.
A public meeting will be held Sunday, July 27, 2008, at 9AM at the Red Lodge Civic Center to present updated fire information.
Initial attack activities continue on the Cascade Fire which was reported at 2:15 pm yesterday.  The fire is located on both sides of the West Fork of Rock Creek drainage approximately eleven miles west of Red Lodge, MT.  Heavy timber, steep, rocky terrain and limited access from roads and water sources are current concerns.  The fire experienced rapid spread through the evening due to heavy fuels and down slope winds in the area.  Four engine crews worked late into the night providing structure protection.  The West Fork of Rock Creek Road is closed at the junction with the Red Lodge Mountain Ski Resort.  The Carbon County Sheriff has evacuated the West Fork of Rock Creek above Timbercrest Girl Scout Camp.
A Type I Incident Management Team has been ordered. 
Resources on the fire:  Air support to the fire has been requested.  Two Type I hand crews, a Type I helicopter, a Type II helicopter and retardant have been ordered.  One bulldozer and ten engines from the Forest Service and Red Lodge/Carbon County Rural Fire Department #7 totaling 34 personnel are on the fire.
