Remarks:  Mapping error corrected acreage.  5100 acres is the correct figure. The Cascade Fire started July 26, 2008.  The cause of the fire is unknown and is under investigation.  Five structures and one outbuilding have been lost in the Camp Senia Area. 
Initial attack activities continue on the Cascade Fire.  The fire is located on both sides of the West Fork of Rock Creek drainage approximately eleven miles west of Red Lodge, MT.  Heavy timber, steep, rocky terrain and limited access from roads and water sources are current concerns.  The fire experienced rapid spread yesterday due to heavy fuels in the area.  The West Fork of Rock Creek Road is closed at the junction with the Red Lodge Mountain Ski Resort.  The Carbon County Sheriff has evacuated Grizzly Peak subdivision and the West Fork of Rock Creek above Timbercrest Girl Scout Camp. 
Northern Rockies Type I Incident Management Team (Bennett) has taken over the management of the Cascade Fire today.  Information contacts and phone numbers will be transitioning over the next several days to Bennett’s Type I IMT.
Resources on the fire:  Heavy airtankers are available for retardant drops.  A heavy, a medium and a light helicopter are the other air attack resources on the fire today.  There are 27 engines, 4 water tenders a bulldozer, three twenty person hand crews, and 50 overhead support staff are on the fire totaling 200 personnel.
