BEARTOOTH RANGER DISTRICT
STAGE 1 FIRE RESTRICTIONS
Pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations 261.50 (a) the following act are prohibited on the Beartooth Ranger District, Custer National Forest.  These prohibitions are in addition to those enumerated in Subpart A, Part 261, Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations, and become effective at 0001 (12:01 a.m.) Mountain Daylight Time August 6, 2008 when signed and will remain in effect until rescinded.

36 CFR 261.50 – National Forest Orders:
1. Building maintaining, attending or using a fire, campfire unless noted in the exemptions below. 
2. Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building, a developed recreation site or while stopped in an area at least three feet in diameter that is barren or cleared of flammable material (36 CFR 261.52 (d)).
Exemptions: 

Pursuant to Title 36 CFR 261.50 (e), the following are exempt from this order:

1. Persons with a written permit that specifically authorizes the otherwise prohibited act. 

2. Persons using a fire solely fueled by liquid petroleum or PDG fuels. 

3. Persons conducting activities in those designated areas where the activity is specifically authorized by written posted notice. Open campfires are only allowed within developed campgrounds and picnic grounds inside a provided metal ringed fire pit.
4. Any Federal, State, or local officer or member of an organized rescue or firefighting force in the performance of an official duty.
