Montana protocols for using out-of-state EMT’s and Ambulance services

The ambulance service licensing is the function of the EMSTS section of the Department of Public Health.  The Montana Board of Medical Examiners is responsible for the licensing and approval of EMT personnel operating in Montana.  The Boards newest rules have adopted an exemption for federally managed incidents as long as the information below is followed.

1. All EMT's checking in on an incident who want to function as an EMT and who are not licensed in Montana MUST complete the form necessary for the exemption (allowing them to function at the basic level only), and 

2. All ambulance services assigned to the incident would be licensed in Montana (the EMSTS section has a process for expedient licensing of out of state services), and 

3. The IMS unit would obtain a Montana licensed physician medical director and would operate in Montana according to the laws and rules of Montana EMS. The protocols would also be modified to reflect the appropriate level care for the licensed level of providers with in the IMS unit. 
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
