Opera-
tors should take adequate food, water, first aid
supplies, and other equipment appropriate for the
conditions and expected weather.

NATED ROUTES AND IN DESIGNATED AREAS.

A recreation use license is required on State
Lands. A state permit is required for out of state
over-snow vehicles. They may be purchased at
local State Lands offices, the Montana Depart-
ment of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks, and various
vendors.
