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NEW GALLATIN NATIONAL FOREST MAPS AVAILABLE

Gallatin Forest Supervisor Becki Heath announced today that new Gallatin National Forest Visitor Maps are now available.  The new maps replace the 1999 visitor maps, which are now obsolete.  
According to Heath, “The new maps include several important changes from 1999, including additions of land to the Gallatin National Forest in the Taylor Fork area and north of Gardiner, as well as other land adjustments completed since 1999.”    

The maps also display the state-wide restrictions adopted in January 2001 that prohibit off-route motorized vehicle travel on National Forest and BLM lands except for snowmobiles.
The new visitor map does not include any changes and decisions that may occur in the future as a result of the Forest’s ongoing travel management planning process.  The Forest Service anticipates revising the visitor map again when a new travel management plan is adopted in the next few years.  

The visitor map displays points of interest, campgrounds, picnic areas, rental cabins, river access points, trailheads, trails, and roads.  Public access routes to the National Forest are highlighted, and areas or routes with motorized restrictions are displayed. 
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Two maps - an east side and a west side – are available.  Their scale is ½ inch equals 1 mile.  The west side map includes the Bridger, Gallatin, and Madison Mountain Ranges and lands south through the Gallatin Canyon, the Lee Metcalf Wilderness, Big Sky, and Taylor Fork to West Yellowstone.   The east side map covers the Bridger, Crazy, and Absaroka Mountain Ranges, Paradise Valley, the Absaroka-Beartooth Wilderness, the main Boulder drainage, and the route between Gardiner through Yellowstone Park to Cooke City.
The price of the new visitor maps is $6 for paper and $7 for plastic coated.  The price increase is in accordance with national map sales prices effective May 2000.  
The new visitor maps are available at the Ranger District offices in Big Timber, Livingston, Gardiner, Bozeman, and West Yellowstone.  The maps can also be purchased in the Bozeman area at the following locations:
