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Pine Creek and Snowbank Campgrounds on National Reservation System

The Livingston Ranger District has placed Pine Creek and Snowbank Campgrounds on the national reservation system.   Campsites at both campgrounds can be reserved by calling Reserve USA at 

1-877-444-6777 or by accessing the reservation system website at www.reserveusa.com.   Pine Creek and Snowbank Campgrounds will also continue to have some sites on a first-come, first-served basis.  

  Reservations for the 2003 camping season can be made now, however, campgrounds will not be open until late May.  There is a $9 fee for using the reservation system in addition to regular campground fees.

Campground and picnic area fees for 2003 are:  $10 per night for a single-unit campsite (extra vehicle fee is $6 per day) and  $5 per day for a single-unit picnic site.   Group sites for camping and picnicking are $50 per day (1-35 people); $70 per day (31-60 people); and $100 per day (61-150 people).  All group sites have size limits, which may not be exceeded.

Pine Creek Campground has 24 single-unit campsites, along with one hike-in/bike-in campsite, one group campsite, six single-unit picnic sites, and one group picnic site.  At Snowbank Campground there are 10 single-unit campsites and one group campsite.
