It will be held at the Bozeman Ranger District Office at 3710 Fallon Street, just off Huffine Lane west of Bozeman. 





Tuesday, June 3rd at 7 p.m.: History Rock Trailhead - Hyalite Canyon, Montana Outdoor Science School will be helping the forest service lead a family oriented wildflower adventure.  Join MOSS and Forest Service employees for a fun filled time of exploring wildflowers in Hyalite Canyon.  History Rock trailhead is located south of Bozeman in Hyalite Canyon. Travel due south on 19th Street for 7.5 miles to Hyalite Canyon Road #62. Proceed south for 9.7 miles to the History Rock turnoff. The turnoff is on the west side of the road just 1 mile north of Hyalite Reservoir. 


Tuesday, June 10th  at 7 p.m.: South Cottonwood Trailhead


Forest Ecology Specialists Barb Ping and Heather DeGeest will be leading this 1 ½  to 2 hour gentle hike along the South Cottonwood Trail south of Bozeman.   Hikers can expect to learn about tree types and habitats within the area as well as checking out some of the spring wildflower blooms.   Hikers will meet at the trailhead that is located on Cottonwood Canyon Road.  Take Huffine Lane west of Bozeman turning left on Cottonwood Road and continue traveling south approximately 7 miles past the turn off to Hyalite Canyon.  The road will wind a bit before you will need to turn left on South Cottonwood Canyon Road.  The trailhead is about 2 miles down this road.


Tuesday, June 17th at 7 p.m.: Porcupine Creek Trailhead


Enjoy a summer evening in the Gallatin Canyon with John Councilman-Forest Resource Assistant and Scott Barndt-Fisheries Biologist.  They will be exploring the plant and fisheries habitat in the Porcupine drainage.   Porcupine Creek Trailhead is approximately an hours drive from Bozeman and about 4 miles south of the Big Sky turn off.  The trailhead access is to the east of the highway, just before Ophir School.


Tuesday, June 24th  at 7 p.m.: “ Life After a Wildfire” Purdy Fire Burned Area


Join Marion Cherry-Forest Wildlife Biologist, Marianne Baumberger-Fire Education Coordinator, Barb Ping-Forest Ecology Specialist, and Scott Barndt-Fisheries Biologist for a look at the new growth in the burned area left by the Purdy Fire in 2001.
