Public Comment Sought on Revised Darroch-Eagle Creek 

Timber Sale Environmental Assessment 


Gallatin National Forest officials are seeking public comments on the recently released revision of the Darroch-Eagle Creek Timber Sale Environmental Assessment (EA).  The revised EA addresses timber harvest in the Bear Creek watershed approximately four to six miles northeast of Gardiner, Montana. 

The primary differences between the initial EA and the revised EA are:  1) the addition of an analysis which evaluates the effects of timber harvest on grizzly bear habitat in relation to the Ash Mountain/Iron Mountain Sheep Allotment; and 2) the addition of two options which involve implementing additional seasonal and/or permanent road closures in the Eagle Creek and Bear Creek areas north of Gardiner.
