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Two Hyalite Recreation Sites Temporarily Closed 

For Reconstruction Work

Beginning the week of September 12th, the Forest Service will temporarily close the Langohr Campground in Hyalite Canyon, and a large portion of the Blackmore Recreation Site near Hyalite Dam.   The Forest Service is reconstructing and modifying these two popular sites, as part of a multi-year project to improve facilities in heavily used Hyalite Canyon.   

Both recreation sites are located just south of Bozeman on the Bozeman Ranger District of the Gallatin National Forest.   

The Langohr and Blackmore sites will be reopened to public use when the work is completed early next summer. 

For Blackmore Trail users, a portion of the parking area will be kept open, but the boat ramp and other day-use facilities will be closed.
