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Forest Supervisor Announces Decision 

For Bridger Bowl Ski Area Master Plan 


Forest Supervisor Becki Heath announced her decision today on the Master Development Plan for the Bridger Bowl Ski Area, located approximately 15 miles northeast of Bozeman, MT.    Supervisor Heath selected Alternative 2 in the Final Environmental Impact Statement, which includes approval of the following key elements:  

· The 2002 Bridger Bowl Master Development Plan (MDP) as proposed by Bridger Bowl, Inc.  The MDP will serve as the guiding document for the life of the special-use permit.

· Lifts, trails, service roads, and utilities that will increase the comfortable carrying capacity (CCC) of the ski area to 6,100 skiers.

· Expansion of  the special-use permit boundary to the north by 274 acres to include the Bradley Meadows area above the South Fork of Brackett Creek.

· Expansion of the special-use permit boundary to the south into the Slushman drainage area for an additional increase of 337 acres.

      According to Forest Supervisor Heath, “It has taken awhile to finish this project, but I am confident that we have a good product.  While there was lots of community support for this proposal, I was careful to fully consider public comments on the valuable resources of the Bridger Range before making my decision.”

April 1999.  In addition, the Forest Service completed a Supplemental Draft EIS in 

May 2004, at which time there was a 45-day public comment period.
