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South Fork Brackett Creek Road #631 

Closed for Reconstruction

Reconstruction of South Fork Brackett Creek Road #631, a Forest Service road in the Bridger Mountains north of Bridger Bowl near the Brackett Creek “Y”, is now underway.  

During the road reconstruction project, the Forest Service will temporarily close and gate South Fork Road #631 to all public uses for safety reasons.   The Forest Service anticipates that the reconstruction work will be completed this fall, at which time the improved road will be re-opened for public use.   

Jose’ Castro, Bozeman District Ranger, explained that the road will be widened and resurfaced to provide for improved public access to National Forest System lands in this area of the Gallatin National Forest.  Castro said the road reconstruction work is one component of the Brackett Creek Land Exchange, between the Forest Service and Sacagawae Meadows Ranch (SMR), a private landowner in the Brackett Creek area.
