Hoolahan Fire 90% Contained

Fire personnel working on the Hoolahan Fire located southwest of Big Timber, Montana on the Big Timber Ranger District, Gallatin National Forest have 90% of the fire contained as of Thursday morning, August 18, 2005.  

According to Bill Avey, Big Timber District Ranger, “As of this morning we are estimating the fire, including several small spot fires, to be 12 acres in size and are hoping to have full containment by end of shift this evening.  The cool, wet weather that came into the area overnight will aid the crews as they continue to work towards containment today. ”    

Grouse Creek trail #14 remains closed from the trailhead along the West Boulder River up to Nurses Lake as a safety measure.  

As of Thursday morning 7 smokejumpers, two 20-person crews, 10 helicopter crew members, 1 water tender and miscellaneous overhead and camp personnel are assigned to the fire. 
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
