Livingston Ranger District Cabin Rates Increase

Cabin fees on the Livingston Ranger District will increase beginning Tuesday, 

March 1, 2005.  The District offers six cabins for rental to individuals 18 years old or older:  Big Creek, Mill Creek, Trail Creek, Ibex, Porcupine, and Bennett Creek.  

The Porcupine Cabin was the first cabin on the Gallatin National Forest offered for rental in 1984.  The rental cabin program has become very popular over the past decade. 

Popular demand and increasing costs for maintenance, supplies, infrastructure repairs (such as porches, roofs, floors, stoves and mattresses), as well as vandalism, have resulted in the increased rates.  The Livingston District also provides the largest two cabins on the Gallatin National Forest, Big Creek and Porcupine, which require more attention.   Cabin fees provide for only 50 percent of cabin maintenance needs.  The new proposed rates will help make needed repairs on the cabins and better serve cabin renters. 

The new cabin rates are as follows:

· Big Creek (sleeps 11)



$50 (formerly $40)

· Mill Creek (sleeps 4 and has electricity)
$45 (formerly $35)

· Porcupine (sleeps 8) 



$45 (formerly $40)

· Bennett Creek (sleeps 5) 


$35 (formerly $30)

· Ibex and Trail Creek (sleeps 4) 

$35 (formerly $30)
