The New World Mining District, which includes a mixture of National Forest System and private lands near Cooke City, Montana, is an historic metals mining district.  The United States (U.S.) signed a settlement agreement with Crown Butte Mining, Inc. to purchase the company’s interest in their District holdings in 1996.  The transfer of property to the U.S. resulted in the establishment of a $22.5 million fund to clean up historic mining impacts to specific properties in the mining district.  
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
