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Some Forest Service Roads Impassable on Big Timber Ranger District

Due to heavy rainfall and snowfall in the mountains, forest visitors are advised that a number of Forest Service roads in the Big Timber Ranger District may be impassable or damaged.   

According to Bill Avey, District Ranger, “We have received reports that roads in the Main Bridger Creek, West Bridger Creek, and Derby Gulch areas of the eastern Deer Creeks in Sweet Grass County have been seriously damaged and are impassable due to flooding.  Forest Service personnel are patrolling these areas today and assessing the damage,” Avey added. 

The Deer Creeks Mountains also received heavy amounts of rain and snow, and Iron Mountain Road is impassable due to snow.  In addition, last night, the eastern Crazy Mountains received large amounts of snow and rain, with significant avalanche activity being reported by backcountry users.  Forest users are cautioned to be avalanche savvy in the backcountry.
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
