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Community Weed Pull Planned for National Public Lands Day

Help the Bozeman Ranger District with the fight against noxious weeds and join the Forest Service and members of the Montana Conservation Crew at a Community Weed Pull to celebrate National Public Lands Day Saturday, September 18, 2004. Members of the community are invited to meet at the Langhor Campground in the Hyalite Recreation Area from 9:00 A.M. until Noon. Please bring sturdy gloves and foot wear, a lunch, and appropriate clothing for changing weather conditions.    Organizers will provide information on weed identification and help direct the mornings work.  Participants are asked to contact the Bozeman Ranger District at 522-2520 by Thursday September 16, 2004 to sign up to help.   

Spotted knapweed and ox-eye daisy are a couple of the noxious weed species present in the Hyalite area.   These aggressive weeds can displace native species, change plant community structure, and degrade or eliminate habitat for native animals.  Recreationalists can help this fight against noxious weeds not only by pulling them, but by taking care not to spread the seeds.  Clean vehicles including bicycles before and after going to the forest, check your pant legs and socks for weed seeds after hiking, and stock users are only allowed to use certified weed free seed when taking feed for their animals to the forest.  
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
