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Bridger Bowl Supplemental Draft EIS Now Available


The Supplemental Draft Environmental Impact Statement (SDEIS) for the Bridger Bowl Special-Use Permit and Master Development Plan is now available for public review and comment.  The overall purpose of the proposed project is to improve the current recreation experience at Bridger Bowl Ski Area and address the expected growth over the 40-year duration of the special-use permit.   


Bridger Bowl ski area is located in Bridger Canyon, approximately 15 miles northeast of Bozeman, MT.  It is operated by Bridger Bowl, Inc., a non-profit enterprise.

Based upon public comments and the need for new or revised resource analyses (e.g., threatened, endangered, or sensitive species; old-growth forest), the Forest Service determined the preparation of an SDEIS would be the most effective way to present the new information and respond to public comments on the 1999 DEIS.  This SDEIS supersedes and replaces the 1999 DEIS.  
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
