Motorcyclist’s Final Time Share Report

11/14/07
In an effort to meet the intent of the shared use content as put forth by Heath in the GNF Travel Plan Management ROD and implementation plan, the motorcycle users wish to present the following final proposal
· Enforcement - this proposal takes into consideration “enforcement” by education of the user groups in an effort to reduce user conflict, without placing an undue burden on GNF Enforcement.
· Education – Approval of this plan will lead to self-enforcement, self-policing.  Will work diligently to educate the motorcycle community on trail closure dates and trail etiquette and ethics.
· Monitoring – Work with the GNF to institute a non-biased and scientific monitoring and review process during and after the initial implementation of this time share plan.
· No plan changes until after the first full season and a thorough review of the monitoring data.

Proposal

· Corbly 544 - Foothills 534: Removed from consideration until after the first full season of shared use implementation.  Initial recommendation to remove was suggested by the GNF committee representative in an attempt to reduce the committee workload.

· Ross Pass 551 – Foothills 534: Removed from consideration until after the first full season of shared use implementation.  Initial recommendation to remove was suggested by the GNF committee representative in an attempt to reduce the committee workload.

· Truman 535 to Foothills 534: Removed from consideration until after the first full season of shared use implementation.  Initial recommendation to remove was suggested by the GNF committee representative in an attempt to reduce the committee workload.

· Middle Cottonwood 586 (Trail head to intersection) - Foothills 534 (Middle Cottonwood to Sypes 531) 6-16-08 to 9-05-08: Closed to motorcycle use Sunday and Tuesday.
· East Fork Hyalite 434 7-16-08 to 9-04-08: Closed to motorcycle use on Sunday and Wednesday.
· Hyalite 427 to intersection with 185 7-16-08 to 9-04-08: Closed to motorcycles on Saturday and Monday.
· Storm Castle Creek 185 7-16-08 to 9-04-08: Closed to motorcycles on Tuesday and Wednesday.

Rationale – Middle Cottonwood

· One day shall be a weekend day to provide balance between Hiker & Motorcycle users during most desirable use period.
· The weekday was selected as Tuesday to accommodate the BWAG hiking schedule.

Rationale - Hyalite
· In order for motorcyclists to preserve a riding opportunity in the Hyalite Drainage on a daily basis, the foregoing conclusions are being presented.
· The only (2) trails in the Hyalite drainage left open to single track motorcycle users are 427 and 434.
· It is important that at least one of these two trails be open at all times to provide for a single track motorcycle user opportunity in the Hyalite drainage.

· On the (2) days that 434 is closed to motorcycle use, opportunity will still be provided on the 427 trail and vice-versa.

· Storm Castle shall remain open to single track motorcycle use, on weekends, to reduce pressure from the Hyalite trails 427 and 434 and also to provide a means of exit from Crest Trail 96.

· Trail 185 provides access, by keeping the weekend open and closing (2) weekdays for single track motorcycle use, to Crest Trail 96 everyday of the week.
Rationale - User Day Opportunities:
· Hikers & Horse Riders would have 2696 non-motorized trail-day opportunities 
· Motorcyclists would have 155 trail-day opportunities

· Hikers & Horse Riders would only have to share the trails with motorcyclists for 155 of 2920 trail-day opportunities – 5% share time
· Motorcyclists would lose access for 69 of 224 trail-day opportunities – 31% of trail day opportunities lost
Ownership of the Process (User Buy-in)
· Two days of motorcycle closure provides a dramatic increase in quiet use opportunities without placing an undue burden of enforcement on the GNF and the motorcycle user community (self enforcement).

· Two days of motorcycle closure (versus three or more) will promote an easier “buy-in of the constituency”.
· A major consideration of the time share proposal is to implement a plan that is enforceable by & acceptable to the individuals who are being restricted.
