Dear Gallatin National Forest Permittee,
Very soon I will be expanding the current “proper food storage” requirements to include all Gallatin National Forest lands.  In addition to expanding the area covered in our current food storage regulations, I will modify the terms of those regulations.  By complying with the new order adverse human-wildlife interactions will be reduced, thereby promoting human safety and the protection of wildlife.  This order will apply to all recreation users, as well as those people, such as yourself, who occupy National Forest land under a special use permit.  
For many of you this will be business as usual, as you’ve already been complying with food and refuse regulations under your current permit.  However, there are some subtle changes and, for those of you to whom this is new, some new things you’ll have to do to keep food, refuse and other attractants unavailable to wildlife. 
Although the new regulation will not go into effect until March 1, I wanted to give you a summary of this information beforehand.  Your permit administrator is the best person to contact with questions about the forthcoming food storage regulations.  They will make sure that the proper information is incorporated into your operating plan.
